Final Project: Make Inference and Take Action
Test your hypothesis.  In no more than two pages write up the results of your hypothesis test.  Use the guidelines below in your writeup.  Your document will be evaluated on completeness, correctness and on how well your writing flows.   
Your document should include the following:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Title of this Assignment, “Final Project: Make Inference/Take Action.”
1. The names of all the members in your group (Include your group name/number).
1. Your research question.
1. The name of the hypothesis test you chose to use.
1. One to two paragraphs discussing whether or not your data meets or fails to meet the requirements for your hypothesis test.  If you used a Q-Q plot or box plot include those in your document—with explanation.  Also, write out any formulas you are using to show that your data meets the requirements.  
1. Statement of your null and alternative hypothesis.  State these in words and then in symbols.
1. State your alpha level.
1. Give your test statistic and its value.
1. State your P-value.
1.  Based on your P-value and alpha level, state whether or not the null       hypothesis should be rejected or failed to be rejected.
1.  Finally, state your conclusion in terms of your alternative hypothesis.

The goal of a statistical analysis is to determine which action to take in a particular situation.  Actions can include many things: launching an internet ad campaign (or not), expressing gratitude (or not), getting vaccinated (or not), etc.  In one –two paragraphs describe what action you suggest based on the results of your statistical study. In your write-up include any suggestions you may have for further study.
1. One to two paragraphs describing the action you suggest based on the results of your study.
