After implementing the new procedure, he again measures the amount of time (in minutes) the same nine workers take to complete 100 products, and obtains the following data:  He wants to know if the mean assembly time is different and used the level of significance of α = 0.05.  (Use Data link on I-Learn “FactoryAssemblyTimes-sim” for SPSS for 221B and 221C and “FactoryAssemblyTimes-sim” for Excel for 221A)
